5. Old Business

· Concessions Stand money from Basketball (can this be used to pay for gym rental?) -- The gym rental ($450) was paid for through the Risen Savior athletic fund.  Discussion among the group would like to see the gym rental being budgeted and taken care of by the RSLS Athletic Fund in the future.  And we would like to reserve the Concessions Stand funds in its own PTF fund.  Along with the discussion of concessions, Karly Kock mentioned that next year, we should consider filling out the donation request forms from Sam's Club as they indicated that they frequently do donations to schools.

6. New Business

· “This is America” musical will be held Friday, May 21 at STP at 6:30 pm in the sanctuary.  Piano and other instrumental students are invited to play prior to the musical.

· RSLS Graduation May 27 at STP at 6:30 service – Because of the small number (1) of 7th graders this year and in several future years, we discussed how to handle the food and decorations for graduation.  We agreed that we will ask the 7th grade family to decorate (with the indication that Mrs. Davis has decorations to loan) and that we will ask all RSLS families attending the graduation to bring a tray of hors d'oeuvres.

MMSP that PTF will pay for the graduation cake and punch out of the undesignated funds.

· Fun Days/Kiddie Parade (Friday, July 9) – We agreed that there are benefits to participating in the Kiddie Parade instead of the Fun Days Parade.  There are more kids (families with kids), the route is shorter, and it is free.  The theme this year is Storybook Characters.  Eric Nelson volunteered to help organize our participation in this parade.

· Soccer Tournament in the Fall (Sept. 11, 18, 25) – Mr. Jaeger was looking for date preferences. Recommendations were made to check for other existing events around town on those days.

· Barnes and Noble book fair May 23 – 2:00 or 2:30 (watch for notice later) – The kids will sing songs from the musical.  The book fair will benefit Risen Savior all day long and for up to 5 days later with online purchases.

· Trash 2 Cash Feedback – People have enjoyed the challenges for the classrooms.  Next year, the teachers will send some things home for families to help clip.  We designated the funds from next year towards additional lockers.
